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Shilstone Named ACPA Honorary Life Member
December 15, 2004 –The American Concrete Pavement Association (ACPA) presented its coveted honorary lifetime membership to James Shilstone, Sr., Chairman, The Shilstone Companies, Inc.   The award was presented during ACPA’s 41st Annual Convention, in Marco Island, Fla.

Shilstone is a true pioneer in the art and science of concrete materials.  Through his leadership and commitment to the concrete pavement industry, Shilstone was instrumental in conducting research on mixture development and analysis.  The research results led to standard changes for several institutions, including the American Society for Testing and Materials; the American Concrete Institute; and the U.S. Air Force.  

As a consultant, he is said to ‘leave no stone unturned’ when working with mix designs, cementitious material characterization, aggregate gradation, and all concrete materials.  His work with concrete pavement materials has led to increased concrete durability, better constructability, and improved construction practices.

He is known by many of his peers as a mentor, teacher, advisor, and a true friend.  The honorary lifetime membership recognizes Shilstone for a lifetime of service and leadership in the concrete pavement industry. 
The ACPA Honorary Life Membership is reserved for those who have rendered outstanding service to the concrete pavement industry and to the Association.
