These awards recognize the commitments and accomplishments of the most forward thinking and determined professionals in the transportation community.  Here are the recipients of the 2004 ACPA Promotion Awards:

Outstanding Promotional Project – presented to the Downtown Galena (Ill.) Redevelopment Project Team, for their teamwork in achieving a quality pavement system for the tax payer. 

The project team consisted of local government and businesses, including the City of Galena; the Illinois Chapter - ACPA; the Galena Chamber of Commerce; ACPA materials supplier members Degussa Admixtures; Flynn Group; and Vulcan Materials; and The Galena Gazette.  All project team members worked together toward a common goal--the transformation of downtown Galena. 

This ACPA award is presented to the concrete pavement project that best exemplifies expert promotional leadership and to individuals or promotion teams that have made a significant contribution to promoting the use and specification of concrete pavements. 
Outstanding Chapter/State Promoter – presented to Dan DeGraaf, P.E., Director of Engineering - West Michigan for the Michigan Concrete Paving Association (MCPA), for his commitment, passion to the industry, and dedication to quality, as well as for promoting efforts of concrete pavement as a superior paving product.

DeGraaf was recognized for effectively creating a market in West Michigan. In his four years with MCPA, concrete paving on local roads and streets in west Michigan has gone from less than 10,000 square yards per year to almost 250,000 square yards in 2004. During that time, the industry has gone from its first whitetopping project in west Michigan to concrete overlays being a routine fix option. 

This ACPA award is presented to an individual who has made significant contributions through promotion programs advancing the understanding, use, and specification of concrete pavements 

Outstanding Industry Promoter – presented to Lori Tiefenthaler, Executive Director of the Southeast Cement Association, for her aggressive promotional efforts, determination, unyielding energy, and knowledge of concrete.

Tiefenthaler was recognized for giving hundreds of presentations on concrete pavements and cement related topics, hosting dozens of open houses, training seminars, and putting together various promotion get-togethers over the years.  Her passion for the product and what she believes is right shows through her promotional efforts.
