ELIGIBILITY FOR MEMBERSHIP

Companies that are eligible to join American Concrete Pavement Association as a material manufacture or supplier member are entities that manufacture or supply essential materials (other than Portland cement, supplementary cementitious materials, or ready mix concrete) for use by contractors directly in pavement construction, rehabilitation or maintenance.  
NOTES ON MEMBERSHIP AND ELIGIBILITY:

1. Any eligible material manufacturer or supplier that conducts business in more than one chapter territory must join the American Concrete Pavement Association through the National Membership Check-Off Form.  Eligible companies that only conduct business within one chapter territory may elect to only join an affiliated local chapter or affiliate, but in doing so will not receive the privileges offered with national membership, such as ACPA National membership recognition, advantages, discounts, services, etc.

2. Any material manufacturer or supplier member must renew their membership annually.

3. Any material manufacturer or supplier member must determine their dues annually based on their sales volume from the prior year to the concrete paving markets that ACPA supports: highways, airports, streets, roads, industrial or commercial parking lots in the U.S.
4. National membership alone does not provide the privileges of local membership in any affiliated chapter or local association.  To receive local membership privileges, companies must join the local organization(s) through check-off form selections.

5. ACPA encourages all eligible companies to join affiliated chapter and state paving associations, although local memberships are not a pre-requisite of membership in ACPA National.
6. After joining all members shall be deemed to have agreed to be bound by the Association’s Articles of Incorporation, bylaws, policies approved by the Board of Directors, affiliation agreements with chapters or affiliates of the Association, and all obligations contained in any of those documents.
